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Land development is occurring at a far
higher rate than population growth,
resulting in sprawl. In the nation’s 34
metropolitan areas with populations greater
than one million people, between 1950 and
1990 the population increased 92.4%, while
the urbanized land area grew by 245%, or
2.65 times the population growth rate.
